Literacy Links is a FREE summer literacy program in the St. James-Assiniboia 

School Division that supports parents in understanding how to develop a positive 

literacy and numeracy environment in the home setting. Children will be engaged 

in a wide variety of play-based and enriching learning experiences during the 

Literacy Links sessions. A literacy facilitator will demonstrate and provide hands-

on activities which support early literacy and numeracy development, build fine 

motor skills, and create a strong connection between home and school. 

 

Due to Covid-19 restrictions, the 2021 program will move to an online platform.  

Children will receive a series of virtual sessions using Microsoft Teams with their 

Literacy Links Facilitator. A home package of play-based materials will be dropped 

off for children to engage with on the other side of the screen.
