All students in grade 7 and 8 with an academic average of 80%-100% would receive an honour certificate with their final report card.

All above mentioned awards are adhered to by divisional policy and are determined and at the discretion of the Principal.

4) Student Progress Award

Schools own award that goes towards one student for demonstration of improvement in any areas of academics, citizenships, and attitude towards learning.

Mr. Kalynchuk also reported that we were the last MY school to align our athletic awards with other MY Divisional Schools. He indicated that there will no longer be an athletic awards ceremony as we want to align our awards and balance within our school. We will continue to support our athletes and sports program with our Great Gators and Athletes of the Month, which is also consistent with other schools, but also within our own school. He also mentioned that all teams do a wind up and that is really also an opportunity to recognize athletes and wrap up the season as a team. He discussed the importance of Fair Play as our MY Philosophy and the importance of bringing students together as a team and not separating by any individual accolades, which he stressed becomes increasingly more difficult as a small school. He discussed the importance of student achievement over individual awards.
