Students will also have a special virtual presentation from a Terry
Fox ambassador on September 11™ to kick off our Terry Fox fundraising.

Sadly, many students, families and staff members have a connection o someone who
has cancer. This run often serves as a personal dedication to a friend or relative.
Students will have the opportunity to discuss the heroic efforts of Terry in the days
leading up to the event and are encouraged to raise much needed funds in support of
cancer research.
