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     Internet Policy 
 

All students have access to Internet use at Westwood Collegiate as long as their 
parents or guardian have signed the waiver on the registration form giving their 
permission to do so. Students are advised to use common sense and discretion 
when using the internet to ensure that they are able to maintain this privilege. 
The divisional smart filter blocks access to most websites with inappropriate 
material. However, some material can and does get through. Students are 
expected to close these sites and notify the teacher. Students found to be using 
the internet for inappropriate means will lose their computer privileges for a 
length of time determined by the administration and face other disciplinary action. 

 
Harassment Policy
