All SJASD school webpages will have a link for an online waitlist for students who 
wish to apply for a “school of choice” outside of their catchment area for the 
2024-25 school year. All students on this waitlist must also register first at their 
catchment school.  This waitlist will close on May 15th, 2024. Families on the 
waitlist will be notified of the status of their request on or before June 14th, 
2024.
